Information and Data used to carry out the assessment.

As of January 2025, resident in Kent there were 20,635 children and young people with an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP), an increase of 1,229 from January 2024. Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) remains the most common need type in the County with 9,535 EHCPs with ASD as the primary need type.

In the Dover District, there were 82 primary aged pupils with Speech Language and Communication Needs as their primary need. Of these, 55 were attending a mainstream school, 13 an SRP within a mainstream school, 10 a maintained special school and 4 an independent school (independent special or otherwise).

Figure 1 shows the number and percentages of EHCPs for each need type, and by age group.
