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I can find 10 more or less than a given number.
By the end of this half term, your child needs to be able to find 10 or 100 more or less with numbers that cross over the tens or hundreds. For example, 10 more or 10 less than 94:



94 + 10 = 104	576 + 100 = 676
94 – 10 = 84       576 – 100 = 476
